The Maine Nurse Practitioner Association recognizes the importance of having well prepared NPs in positions of leadership, both professionally and politically, to advance NP practices and NP issues in Maine and the country.

 
To this end, during each MNPA presidential term of office (annual meeting to annual meeting) the Maine Nurse Practitioner Association may offer an annual scholarship or scholarships, not to exceed a combined total of $3000 in any one MNPA Board presidential term of office, to a Nurse Practitioner or Nurse Practitioners in a continuing education program or other relevant program that promotes NP leadership.

In order to qualify for the scholarship, the NP must be a member in good standing of the MNPA, complete an essay of not more than one typed page on why he or she should be considered as a candidate for the scholarship and provide a description of their course of study and their CV.  The scholarship(s) will be available on a first-come-first serve basis and will be reviewed and approved by the Board of Directors of the MNPA.
